· The training course and your accommodation and meals during the training course are provided free of charge. However, you need to fund your own travel expenses to and from Strasbourg (France). 
· This training programme is open to citizens from EU Member States and the candidate countries Croatia, Turkey and the Former Yugoslav Republic of Macedonia.

· Applicants can have a maximum of 10 years’ post-qualification experience.  Practising lawyers and trainee lawyers will be given preference; however applicants with other relevant backgrounds will be considered (such as activists in relevant NGOs).

· All applicants must be fluent in English as the training will only be delivered in English.

· Applicants must show a specific interest in criminal law, human rights and civil liberties.

· The deadline for applications is 17:00 GMT on 27 January 2012. You may submit your application by email. You must send us the following:

1) the application form (completed in capital letters or typewritten);

2) an up-to-date CV;

3) a copy of your Practising Certificate; and

4) a letter of reference from your employer, your university or an appropriate professional. Please note: If it is not possible to provide a written reference with your application form it is acceptable for you to provide the contact details for two referees who may be contacted to verify the statements on your application form. Those who are not able to provide a reference letter with their application from will not be prejudiced in any way during the selection procedure.
